During the song… 
             Use the waving gesture and eye contact 
 
Continue the learning experience… 

1. Talk with your child about the children (s)he sees in class. 
Try to think of one interesting thing about the child you 
can talk about. For example, “Johnny had cool shoes 
on today. They had race cars on them!” Or, “Sarah 
really liked dancing to the “Red Light Green Light” song. 
She was so excited!” 

2. Talk about what your child has in common with other 
children. For example, “Johnny likes jumping, just like 
you! You both like jumping!” 

3. Practice interacting with other children through 
greetings, taking turns, handing them toys/other items, 
etc. Make sure (s)he is actually looking at the other 
child, not just saying “Hello” and looking at the next toy 
(s)he wants! 

4. Schedule play dates and plan activities that will bring 
the children together. Find out what the other child likes 
and choose things that both children would enjoy.
